1	Welcome and Presidential Address
The President, Bernhard Jenschke, welcomed all members and apologised that there was not any simultaneous translation was not available.

Dr. Jenschke went on to say:
“It is a special event for me, as President, as I am celebrating 24 years as an IAEVG Board member and 8 years as President. There have been many achievements for IAEVG over this period but the highlights of the past four years are:
· The development of the EVGP qualification.  Many thanks are given to those who have contributed to this important area of work
· Liaison with other organisations, NBCC, UNESCO/ILO and the other NGO’s that have developed well over recent years
· Within the EU there has developed an important network to improve the quality of guidance
· IAEVG have held 16 conferences, and a number of related events in many different countries over the past eight years and they have all been of a high standard.  It was at the Paris conference 2001, that the IAEVG Declaration of Guidance was made.
· Other improvements have been made in electronic communication and through the website and Journal
· We have also been successful in setting up an administrative centre in Ottawa, which streamlined fees and membership and launched the 2007  electronic voting system
· In the last few years we have developed a five year strategy plan to give the organisation focus and direction”.

2 Appointment of Auditors
Raimo Vuorinen and Kieran Gordon were appointed as Auditors.

3 Report of the Secretary General 2003-2007 – Linda Taylor
Linda Taylor informed the membership that her report had been circulated earlier and that she was not intending to go through it in detail but was happy to answer questions from the audience.  She highlighted the tremendous steps forward that have been made over the past four years particularly in communication, through the members website, email and the administration centre in Ottawa.  

There were no questions and the report was unanimously accepted as a true record.

4 Report of the Treasurer 2003-2007 – Lyn Barham
Lyn Barham informed the membership that her report had been circulated and she was not intending to go through it in detail.  Over the past four years she has successfully worked to move IAEVG from paper financial records to all electronic record keeping.  Gratitude is expressed to the administration team at Ottawa, without whose help this would not have been possible.  The General Assembly accepted the report unanimously.  The President thanked Lyn for her considerable contribution over the past 11 years, both as Acting Secretary General and Treasurer.

5 Report of the Scrutinizing Auditors
Kieran Gordon and Raimo Vuorinen have examined the accounts for the past four years and have found them to be accurate.  They judged the records to be a detailed and accurate account of IAEVG’s financial transitions 2003-2007.

6 Formal approval of the business of the retiring IAEVG Board and Executive Committee 2003-2007
Proposed by Ellen Fleming, seconded Lester Oakes.  Unanimously accepted. 

7 The European Accreditation Project
Leonardo Evangelista offered thanks to members of the IAEVG Board for their support of the European Accreditation Project.  The project group are working closely with Bryan Hiebert and the IAEVG EVGP accreditation project team.

Elvira Repetto outlined the work of the project which is based around the competencies of Counsellors.  She thanked members for their interest.

8 The Results of the Election of IAEVG Board Members 2007-2011
The President explained that Sareena Hopkins, the Election Manager, could not be at the General Assembly as her mother is very ill.  We send our best wishes to her and thanks for all the work she and the admin team have undertaken to make the election happen and for her leadership of the running of the administration centre.  The Board are pleased with the new voting process as two thirds of the members registered their vote.  This is far in excess of the past voting numbers.
